Knotions style for written instructions is to use sentence case – please only capitalize only the first letter of each sentence.  Example:

Row 1(RS): K1, ssk, work until 3 sts rem, k2tog, k1.

If your instructions include variations for several sizes:

Row 1(RS): K1, yo, k2tog, k5 (6,7,8).

If a section of your instructions should be repeated:

Row 1(RS): K1, *yo, k2tog, k5 (6,7,8), rep from * until 3 sts rem, yo, k2tog, k1.
